He
is active in the “Finding Our Roots African American Museum, where you can usually find him painting, seeking
inspiration from the photos around him. His mural on the back wall of the Museum portrays slaves taken from
their homeland. The exhibit at Downtown Art Gallery will feature several of these portraits as well as landscapes
of our local area.
